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A Special Week

Since New Testament times, the week leading up to
Easter has been a special occasion for followers of
Christ. During that week we relive Jesus' last days, from
the hero's welcome he received as he entered
Jerusalem on that first Palm Sunday—to that Thursday
night when he washed his disciples' feet and shared the
bread and cup with them, telling them these were his
body and blood—to his arrest, trial, and horrific death on
the cross on Friday—to that blessed Sunday when he
arose—the greatest victory the world has ever known.

The date for Easter is based on a lunar calendar, so its
place in our calendar changes from year to year. This
year, Holy Week at MBC begins with a combined,
blended Palm Sunday Celebration on March 28 (no 9:00
AM service that day) and concludes with Easter
celebration on April 4 (two services as usual). We will
kick things off with a bi% breakfast prior to the Palm
Sunday service on the 28".

We will not have any Wednesday activities that week,
but we will join our brothers and sisters in Christ at
Midway Christian Church for a Maundy Thursday service
on April 1 and then commemorate Good Friday at MBC
on April 2 with a quiet, contemplative service that invites
us to listen deeply to the scriptures that tell of Christ's
suffering and death. We also have one fun outreach
event just for the children—an Easter egg hunt on
Saturday afternoon.

Also this year, we will have four opportunities to
celebrate communion during Holy Week: Palm Sunday,
Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter Sunday.
(See our Holy Week schedule inside this issue for
additional details, including the Sunrise Service.)

We want our Holy Week activities to be as participatory
as possible. Can you make a joyful noise? We are re-
convening our volunteer choir for these special services.
Rehearsal will be on Sundays at 6:00 PM (except at 6:45
on business meeting nights). Angela is also working on a
song with the children for Palm Sunday, as they enter
with palm branches at the start of the service. In
addition, | am looking for people of all ages to assist in
reading scripture and in other aspects of all the services
that week.

MBC Votes to Use
122 S. Turner St. for Ministry,
Will No Longer Rent Out House

At the Feb. 21 business meeting, the congregation of
Midway Baptist Church voted unanimously no longer to
rent out the vacant house on 122 South Turner St.
behind the church. Instead, the church will begin a
process of discerning how the property can best be used
in Christian ministry.

MBC also owns a property on 126 Turner St., which is
currently occupied. There are no immediate plans for
any change to that property. However, if that property
were to become vacant at some point in the future, then
it too would no longer be rented out, according to the
motion adopted by the church.

When MBC began the building program, the two
properties were acquired to make space for the new
Ministry Center. The existing houses were then rented to
tenants, as the old parsonage had been prior to its sale.
After repairs and other expenses, funds that were
received through rent were then applied as additional
principle payments toward the church's building loan. In
just a few years, MBC has reduced that debt from an
initial $591,000 to around $307,000 today.

Increasingly, however, the trustees and church body
have found it is difficult for a church to take the tough
stances required of a landlord. More and more, leaders
found being a landlord at odds with MBC's mission of
“pointing the world to Christ through love and service.”

While members suggested many possibilities for the use
of the 122 Turner St. property—offices, Sunday School
space, a furnished house for missionaries on furlough, a
children's playground—it was agreed only to study the
need and impact and to invite members and leaders to
offer their ideas.

“This is a process of discerning God's will,” said senior
pastor Tom Allen afterward. “We need to be patient and
recognize this as a spiritual process. How can we best
use this property to glorify God?”

Others at the meeting also emphasized the need to give
generously to make the transition possible.

As Mike Taylor, MBC's Budget and Finance Committee
chairman, observed, “When you have a child, you think
there is no way we can possibly afford this. But the child
comes, and somehow you find the way. Then, you find
out you're having another child. Again, you think there is
no way we can do this. But the child comes, and again,
somehow you find the means.”

Noting that the church's available cash reserves are the
highest he can remember, Taylor said he knew the
church would somehow find the best ministry purpose
for the property and also find ways to absorb the added
costs through the generous giving of members.
